Year-End Market Review

As the year draws to a close, it is looking like 2007
will go down as being another year of good market
returns. This comes as a surprise to quite a few
clients during annual review meetings, especially
since there have been periodic reports over the
past few months about big rises and falls in the
stock market. In fact, we have seen robust gains
in the markets for the past several years, dating
back to 2003, and we've been recommending that
clients “prune” some of the growth from their
portfolios to bring their allocations back to a more
balanced state.

Although energy stocks, utilities, and materials
have been among the biggest advancers lately,
history shows that no single successful investment
continues forever; nearly every year brings new
leaders and laggards.

Stronger ID Theft
Protection in OR —
and Coming in WA

As of October 1, 2007, it is now possible for any Oregon
resident to place a security freeze on his/her credit file —
whether a victim of identity theft or not. A security freeze
means that your credit file cannot be shared with
potential creditors or insurance companies. However, you
are also prevented from opening new credit while a freeze
is in place. For a fee, the freeze can be temporarily lifted
for the purpose of obtaining new credit.

Although a security freeze is an additional tool in
preventing identity theft, it is not 100% fail-safe as some
creditors can and will issue credit without pulling a credit
report. Also, firms with whom consumers have an existing
business relationship will be able to pull a report despite
the freeze, and a consumer's information may be released
for the purpose of prescreening.

In order to place a freeze on your credit file, each of the
three credit reporting bureaus (Experian, Equifax, and
TransUnion) need to receive your request in writing.
There is a §10 fee with each bureau to place the freeze,
lift it temporarily, or remove it altogether — these fees are
waived for victims of identity theft. The freeze is
permanent and will remain in effect until removed by the
consumer.

Important effective dates:
Currently — victims of identity theft in both Washington

and Oregon can place a freeze on their
credit.

10/01/07 — all Oregon residents are allowed to place a
freeze on their credit file.

10/15/07 — TransUnion will allow consumers nationwide
to freeze access to their credit; Equifax also
implemented a voluntary security freeze
program in October 2007.

09/01/08 — all Washington residents will be able to place
a freeze on their file with all three bureaus.
